Course Fees
Student fees are to be paid in full upon arrival in local currency (Thai baht).  Any exception must be documented in writing and approved by the specific school leader before the student arrives. In this case, no course completion certificate, no degree diploma, and no acceptance into other courses will be permitted until the fees are paid in full. Students enrolled in a course are expected to continue through the entire course.  The DTS is a 6 month course including outreach.

In Youth With A Mission (YWAM) we believe in an International Financial Scale  which is based on per capita income. We believe that this is a just and fair way in which we charge school fees. This means that we charge students different fees depending on the nation they come from. This is so that it is affordable for everyone to do a DTS if they choose to.
Fees for the Children at Risk DTS are:

Country A: 100 000 Thai Bht
Country B: 55 000 Thai Bht
Country C: 45 000 Thai Bht

Outreach fees, personal expenses, visa fees, vaccinations, airfares, and airport taxes are not included in the published course price.
Outreach fees vary depending on location, prices of airfares, fluctuating exchange rate etc.  A typical outreach is 3 months and costs approximately and between 60,000-90,000 baht (or equivalent $2-3,000.00 USA dollars).
