A new excitement for us is that we now have a
local church “Jai Samarn” in the village. Our
children and their parents now have the
opportunity to attend church every Sunday and
the church staff will share with them and help
them grow in Christ.  Now some of our children’s
families have opened their homes for cell groups
every week, to see this has made us very happy
because this is part of our goal.Not much
changed last year, but the children are growing
up to be teenagers and it seems that they are
too shy to join our activities any more. Also
recently we have heard some bad news from
the village that they have had someone wanting
to steal the children from the village for what we
don’t know, we can only guess. We desire to
have our Saturday activities every two week to
save our work and the children.

December’06 was the first time we had a camp
for the children in Buriram project. Because we
had never done this before it was a lot of work
for us to prepare. We received some donated
funds and lots of gifts from their sponsors and
friends of CSP to give this opportunity to the
children. Many volunteers joined us from Jai
Samarn Church as well. And the children were
very happy to attend this camp. About 60 children
were saved! Praise God!!

Every time we go to visit Soidoaw and her
grandmother we have to buy something for them
to eat, like pork, eggs and rice so they have some
healthy meals each week as they have no money
to buy enough food to eat, they are looking very
thin. But, we’re so glad to see that the students
from Ngee Ann Poly from Singapore repaired
their house for them, now they needn’t worry
when the raining season comes. Now Soidoaw
and her grandmother have big smiles on their
faces that the people in the village have never
seen before.

Sakeaw Project:
Number of children : 93

In the Sakeaw project our staff visits the childen
once a month and not much has changed
accepted some of our children have finished or
left school early, because they needed to get
work to share their parents financial burdens.

We also had the first Christmas Camp for them
last December ‘06 and most of them enjoyed
themselves very much, and got to know our staff
better, they want to have it again this year. We
had some volunteers from Ram 2 Church helping
us because we don’t have enough staff to look
after all the children. Without the helping hands
of our sponsors and volunteers we could not have
done it at all. Thank you so much for your
kindness and your prayers.

Some of our children who at first did not want to
come ended up sobbing because they met Jesus
as their savior, they had finally found someone
who loves and cares for them. About 19 children
were baptized at the camp also, we're  so thankful
tothe Lord for His mercy and His love
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
