The Purpose

The PCYM training course is registered with the University of the Nations and is
offered in a 6 months or 12 month format, with the goal of equipping adults to work
with teenagers, children and families. It is a residential training school, combining
practical ministry experience with quality lecture input from local and international
speakers.

The course focuses on essential foundations, principles and strategies of ministry to
children, young people and families. Schools are held in several strategic locations
around the world.

What is the challenge?

Almost half the world’s population is under 18 years old. Three out of five children,
on the world average, have experienced sexual or physical abuse before they are 16.
There are millions of innocent lives world-wide that are being destroyed through
abortion, wars and deprivation. Family disintegration leads to millions of kids living
on the streets or exploitation by the sex industry. Never before in the history of the
world has there been such an un-precedented attack on children and youth.

What will you do?

The Objectives

The PCYM will provide you with a Biblical perspective of children, youth and family
in a church and unchurched context. It will give you opportunity for personal growth
and character development which is essential for any work with young people. You
will identify some foundational skills in relating and working with children and
youth.



What will you learn?
